I. PRELIMINARY REMARKS

Before the first public release of the EU KLEMS database (now planned for early 2007), it is essential to get feedback from individual NSIs in order to obtain advice on the quality of the present dataset and recommendations for further improvements. 

With this purpose in mind, and also in order to discuss outstanding issues and to share the experience with other NSIs, the Vienna EU KLEMS workshop will focus on:

· initial overall assessment of the quality of the data presently available (this is analytical database module, access restricted to EUKLEMS consortium)

· which series could in principle be included in the statistical (publicly accessible) database module

· which additional series could be used in the statistical database module (publicly accessible)

· which additional series may still be provided for use in the analytical database module.

As a background information for this assessment, individual NSIs received before the workshop (at the beginning of September) their country data files. There is a data delivery file which was compiled and partly estimated by wiiw on the basis of information received from NSI, as well as the EU KLEMS Preliminary Database file as implemented by Groningen GGDC as of August 2006. 

In addition, NSIs also received the EU KLEMS Methodology Manual describing the procedures and approaches used in the construction of the preliminary version of the analytical database module.
